	Photo of Science Museum
	The Hong Kong Science Museum was opened in 1991 at Tsim Sha Tsui.  It takes about 20 minutes to walk from the nearest MTR station to the museum.  There are also bus stops nearby.  It regularly presents exhibitions on topics related to science and modern technology. The museum also organises activities and educational programmes for the public.


	Photo of Railway Museum
	The Hong Kong Railway Museum is in the town center of Tai Po Market.  It is not an indoor but an open-air museum.  Originally, it was a railway station when it was set up in 1913.  It is about 10 minutes’ walk from the nearest MTR station and bus stops. The public can explore the history of the local railway transportation through the museum’s collection of old trains.


	Photo of Space Museum
	The Hong Kong Space Museum was opened in 1980. The special egg-shaped dome is one of the most famous landmarks in Hong Kong.  It presents interactive and educational exhibitions on space Science and astronomy .  The museum also organizes activities like fun science lab sessions.  It is close to the Tsim Sha Tsui MTR station, the ferry pier and the bus stops.


	Photo of Museum of Tea Ware
	The Museum of Tea Ware exhibits tea ware and holds regular tea gatherings and lecture programmes to promote ceramic art and Chinese tea drinking culture.  It is inside Hong Kong Park in Central, which is about 20 minutes’ walk from the nearest MTR station and bus stops.


	Photos of Museum of Costal Defence
	The Hong Kong Museum of Coastal Defence was an important battlefield in 1941.  The building was changed into the present museum to keep our 600-year history of coastal defence. It was opened for public in 2000.  It is about 15 minutes’ walk from the nearest Shau Kei Wan MTR station and bus stops.
