	Reading:

Polly’s Problem Page
(2 Eng Lessons)
	· Understand a few teen problems with more detailed elaborations


	1) Read 1 or 2 letters from “Polly’s Problem Page”.  

A. Pansy’s problem: 

· Parents being overprotective

· Feel bored at weekends

B. Jiamin’s problem: 

· Too crowded home

· Too much homework 

· No friends

C. Benny’s problem: 

· Dating and friendship
2) Ask students to identify the problems that they face using a mind map.

3) Ask students to respond to one of the teenagers by writing a short reply. (whether they feel sorry for him / her, whether they face the same problem, whether they have any good solutions)
	- Jot down the problems each teen faces using a mind map
- Respond to the problem(s) by expressing their feelings and thoughts

	Real teen problems
(2 English lessons)
	· Have an overview of teen problems

· Raise the awareness of teen problems
	1) Find out the Real Teen Problems by reading 2 news reports entitled “Overuse of the Internet” and “Family Life”. 
2) Conduct a survey to collect real data from 8-10 classmates
3) Report their findings


	- Scan for specific information

- Identify fact and opinions after reading the news
- Oral practice: Conduct a survey and report findings

	Language Input 

(Giving advice)
(2 Eng Lessons)
	· Able to give advice using conditional sentence: “If I were you…, I would talk to…”
	1) Explain the structure and usage explicitly
2) Controlled practice: provide some simple problems for students to give advice

3) Task: Provide a teen photo for students to imagine problems he faces and give him some useful advice
	- Be confident of using conditional sentences

	Storyboard writing
(2 EP Lessons)
	· To draft the outline of the TV Ad
	· Show students a TV Ad about fruit chips
· Sequence pictures that were drawn to illustrate the TV Ad

· Analyze the components of a storyboard 
· Students need to plan their own storyboard in groups
	· Use comic strips to draft the outline of the Ad

	8.
	TV Ad Production
(2 EP Lessons)

	· To develop students’ creativity, criticial thinking, collaboration and communication skills

· To evaluate classmates’ work and own work
	· Each group role-play the TV Ad based on the storyboard writing.

· Produce a score sheet with descriptive criteria for students to comment on each other’s performance.

· One group from each class will be selected to do the filming.
	· TV Ad production in groups
· Inter-class TV Ad competition
