	I cannot work on Mathematics myself. I need to talk to my classmates on the phone. 

	3.  Is school homework difficult for you and that takes you much time to finish?
	Sometimes the homework is too difficult for me. But… there is a TV programme I must not miss and it starts at 5p.m. every day. That is a Disney cartoon. Besides, I feel very tired after school, so I sleep for one hour before the TV programme starts.

	4. But do you need to go out again every day to meet your classmates?
	Yes. Sometimes I need to do a project with classmates and we go to the home of a classmate.  And sometimes I want to go to MacDonald to have a chat with good friends. But I am not allowed to go out ! I need some fresh air outside!

	5. If I were you, I would pay attention to the teacher and ask questions about my HW before I leave school. The teacher may help you. I may also ask my classmates if the teacher is busy.
	Yes. I will try what you have suggested.

	6. I know you cannot miss the TV programme. But if you want to go out to meet you friend on a day, you should not watch TV.  You know your parents will not allow you to go out if you have not finished your work.


	That is difficult for me. But I will try.

	7. If I were you, I would explain to my parents about the project. I will tell them when and where I will go, and leave a phone number of my classmate to them. So they don’ t need to worry about me.
