· Write the scene (setting) and the characters at the top

· Write what each character says on a new line

· Write stage directions (instructions about movement etc) in brackets (in italics)
· Stage directions should be written in the present tense

· If someone says something in a particular way, or does something while they are speaking, you can write in this way: 

Boy: (angrily) That’s my book! Give it back!

Girl: (throwing the book out of the window) Get it yourself!
