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To be, or not to be?  
That is the question in Peter Parker’s mind.  He is trying to juggle two jobs, a student studying Physics at Columbia and a non-paying sideline as a web-throwing, wall-climbing fighter of crime. 

'Spiderman 2' is a nice comic book film.  The film starts with introducing Peter Parker, his aunt May and Uncle Ben, the love interest Mary Jane Watson, the best friend Harry and Harry's father, Norman Osborn. Norman is a great scientist and will become the villain known as the Green Goblin. 
On a school field trip, a genetically modified spider bites Parker. He wakes up the next morning with incredible powers. The parts where Parker finds out he has the powers are the most funny.   Parker can do anything a spider can do, including climbing walls and creating webs. He develops a costume for himself.  After witnessing the death of his uncle, Parker decides to put his new skills to use in order to rid the city of evil, but someone else has other plans. The Green Goblin sees Spiderman as a threat and must dispose of him.  Another problem that occurs is J. Jonah Jameson, the boss of the Daily Bugle who does not see Spiderman as a hero.  He always wants to report the bad events that Spiderman gets involved.  He would like to harm the image of Spiderman.

The film itself looks pretty nice.  I have to admit the action sequences are rather spectacular and that is what most people want to see. However, it looks a bit cartoonish, especially when Spiderman is in the air; he does not move properly and is too obviously animated. It is the same for the Goblin when he is in the air.  

The human story behind the hero is what makes this film better than most comic book films. Some real issues happen on Parker, like the part with his aunt and the part with Mary Jane, do impress me a lot.
The script is far stronger than I expect with some wonderful dialogues, verbal exchanges, solid plot points and pacing. Many a good parenting lesson can be found in this film as well as interesting thoughts about the choices that we make in life.  We might think some choices are no big deal when in the heat of passion, but may well come back to haunt us if we don't think before we act or speak.  

However, I saw the movie with a six-year-old boy, who found Green Goblin very frightening, so I would advise not to take any children younger than 10 years of age to this movie. "The Amazing Spiderman" comic book was a childhood favourite of mine, and I can honestly say that the film is entertaining the entire time, not boring a single second. I had a lot of fun watching it.
