At a restaurant
Mr. Chan went to a restaurant last Sunday. A waiter served him politely. Read the conversation between them.

Waiter: Hi. How are you doing this afternoon? 

Mr. Chan: Fine, thank you. Can I see a menu, please? 

Waiter: Certainly, here you are. 

Mr. Chan: Thank you. What's today's special? 

Waiter: Grilled tuna and cheese on rye. 

Mr. Chan: That sounds good. I'll have that. 

Waiter: Would you like something to drink? 

Mr. Chan: Yes, I'd like a coke. 

Waiter: Thank you. (returning with the food) Here you are. Enjoy your meal! 

Mr. Chan : Thank you. 

Waiter: Can I get you anything else? 

Mr. Chan : No thanks. I'd like the check (bill - UK English), please. 

Waiter: That'll be $38. 

Mr. Chan : Here you are. Keep the change! 

Waiter: Thank you! Have a good day! 

Mr. Chan : Bye.              

A. Look at the sixth sentence in the dialogue. 

Mr. Chan: That sounds good. I'll have that.
When we write the sentence in direct speech, it is written as:

a.  Mr. Chan said, ‘That sounds good. I'll have that.’

In the above sentence, we quote the original words of the speaker ( Mr. Chan). This is known as direct speech.

We can also write the direct speech sentence in another way:

b.  ‘That sounds good. I'll have that,’ said Mr. Chan.

When writing a sentence in the direct speech, we should note the following:
1. The speaker can be put in front or behind the quoted words. 

2. The quoted words should start and end with inverted commas.

e.g. Mr. Chan said, ‘That sounds good. I'll have that.’

3. The quoted words should always begin with a capital letter.

e.g. ‘That sounds good. I'll have that,’ said Mr. Chan. 

3. When the speaker is put behind the quoted words, we have to use comma instead of full stop.

  e.g.‘That sounds good. I'll have that,’ said Mr. Chan.

3. Besides ‘said’, in direct speech sentences, we can also use: asked, replied, answered, laughed, shouted, explained, exclaimed, etc.
e.g. ‘Catch the thief!’ shouted the woman. 

   ‘Grilled tuna and cheese on rye,’ the waiter said to Mr. Chan.

‘Fine, thank you. Can I see a menu, please?’ asked Mr. Chan.
‘Certainly, here you are,’ replied the waiter.

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B. .When we request politely, we use ‘would’, ‘could’ or ‘can’ instead of ‘want’.

e.g. 1. Would you like something to drink?
   2. Can I see a menu, please?
   3. Can I get you anything else?
   4. Yes, I'd like the check.  (“I'd” is the short form of “I would”)
