2. Selected strategies

Modification: 
· Simplify the procedure and outcome of a task as dyslexic students are less able to comprehend complicated task design.

Remediation: 
· Provide a real example of finished product for students as the dyslexic students tend to process pictorial information more easily.
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Food project
	Making a sketch book of Chinese foods
Presentation and peer Assessment for Performance

1. The task only requires students to draw some Chinese foods and write down simple sentences under the guidance of teachers.

2.  ‘Less confident pupils gain from watching others or having an instrumental role in the planning of a piece.’(Augur & Briggs,1992)

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3. Other suggestions:

· Ask the dyslexic students to make special word cards as to focus their attention to the structure of the English letters.

· Decorate the classroom with picture cards. Let the students set the price and write down the English words.
