Before Reading:

4. Motivation: Watching a video of “Singing in the Rain”
5. Questions to raise: Why is the man dancing and singing in the rain? What makes him so mad? 

6. Listening to the lyrics again: Catch the important words  
7. Tell class that they are also going to read a book about an umbrella. Distribute books. Ask students to make prediction of the story from the cover.
While Reading 

1. Understanding the story:

· Skills practiced: skimming and scanning to grasp meaning of text. (worksheet with questions to ans./ oral guidance provided by teacher)

2.   Guessing meaning of words from pictures and contextual clues. (worksheet) 

After Reading 

1. Select some parts of the book and read aloud the book with a partner  
2. Use a flow chart to tell the story (beginning, development, problem, resolution, ending) in the reading portfolio.

3. Put down the new vocabulary and sentence patterns in the reading portfolio.

Consolidation: Individual/Group work

1. Dialogue writing:to make up conversation between the girl and the boy in the restaurant and role play the dialogue  (group work) Put the dialogue in the writing ex. Book.  
2. Design an umbrella for someone special.  (Homework)

Lesson Plan

1st lesson (40 min.)

Motivation

1.
Ask students to guess from the cover of the book.  (There is not much to guess from this bk cover. Write the main words and key names on the BB and let students guess the story line.) 

2.
Ask students to tell the experience of losing an umbrella or forgetting to take their umbrella after leaving a shop, or MTR.

Procedures

1. Teach some names and vocabulary: Carla, Marisa, shop assistant, chooses, customers etc.on the B/B. (Then ask: Can you guess what will happen for the storyline? )
2. Introduce the author and publisher. 

3. Tell students to read p.2-3 (scene 1). Next, work in pairs and answer the questions. Teacher checks the answers and tells the part of the story. 

4. Then do the same in scene 2, scene 3 and scene 4. 

5. Divide the students into five groups and use the guiding questions to prepare and role play their own scene in the next lesson.

Scene 1 (p.2-3)

1. Where does Carla go?

2. Is it a rainy day?

3. What is the colour of the umbrella which Clara likes?
4. How much does it cost?

5. Does Carla have much money?
