The instruction about the “questionnaire for the activity evaluation” (For teachers’ reference)

1) Teachers may firstly rewrite the objectives / goals / intentions (e.g. 1) and the concerned procedures (e.g. 2) into statements for evaluation.

2) After the activity, teachers render every student involved a questionnaire to fill up. (It may need detailed instructions to junior students)

3) Ask students to give a at the left hand side to indicate the importance of what the statement mentions and give a  at the right hand side to indicate if the activity could achieve the goals that the statement mentions. 

4) Teachers could use the following information as one of the reference in the whole evaluation plan:

a) Important  +  Achieved



：　effective

b) Important  +  Could not be achieved
：　have rooms to improve in the approaches

c) Not important  +  Achieved


：　Students need to have more understanding about the goals of activities

d) Not important + Could not be achieved
：　Teachers should consider if it is effective to achieve the intended goals by using this way
