All participants shall be born on or after 1/1/1992 and are studying in Form 3 or above at their school.

Each participant may participate in a maximum of two events.

Place:
School Basketball Courts (Playground)

Participants:
all F. 6 male students
5.
Format:
Single round-robin
6.
Duration of Each Match:
20 minutes (the clock stops only in the final 2 minutes for every time-out, foul and out of bounds violation)

Application:
The completed entry forms should be sent to AAA (5C) on or before the deadline
8.
Deadline:
19/11/2012 (Monday)
9.
Number of participants:
Each class may enter a team in which there is no limit to the number of participants
10.
Awards:
Prizes will be awarded to the Champion, the1st runners-up and the 2nd runners-up.  Individual prizes will also be given to the top scorer and the best 3-point shooter.
11.
Others
11.1 All players should wear proper school PE uniforms or the same set of basketball uniforms; failure to do so will lead to disqualification.  The school will provide number bibs which should be returned after use.
11.2 Each player/team shall turn up at the scheduled time for the match. Any team that fails to turn up within five minutes after the official commencement time or with less than five players for the match will be regarded as giving a walk over.
11.3 All players must practise good sportsmanship, and respect and obey the decisions of the referees.
11.4 All students should keep the venue clean and no drinking or eating is allowed in the school playground.
11.5 The player area is reserved for substitutes, teachers and officials. Cheering teams and other students should stay in the spectator areas.
11.6 In case of bad weather, all matches to be held that day will be put off till the next week or rescheduled for the lunch hour on normal school days.
11.7 All rules and regulations will follow the prevailing FIBA (The International Basketball Federation) rules.
11.8 The Student Union reserves the right to amend the regulations at any time without prior notice.
