	Part I: Introduction

	· Follow-up on Activity 1: Pre-study – Businesses of four large corporations  
· Teacher starts the lesson by asking students to share their studies about the four large corporations (Activity 1 of Student Worksheet p.2-3).
· Teacher then asks students to identify the commonalities among the four large corporations based on their studies.
· Teacher summarises and highlights that businesses have been participating in the borderless and interconnected world through the process of globalization. That is the theme of the lesson.

	· After students get the general idea of globalization, teacher guides students to think about the impacts of globalization in terms of capital, trade and market, production, information and people.
· Then teacher asks students to express their ideas.

	· Activity 2: Group Discussion – Positive and negative impacts of globalization
· Students are divided into groups of 4-5 and discuss the positive and negative impacts of globalization by completing Student Worksheet p.4-5.
· Students are invited to share their views.
· Teacher sums up the positive and negative impacts of globalization.

	· Teacher concludes and reviews the key points discussed in the lesson.

	Part I: Introduction

	· Teacher summarises students’ work on Activity 3 of Worksheet p.6 regarding their views on the impacts of globalization on Hong Kong’s business environment.
· Teacher recaps the impacts of globalization and further emphasises that the increasing multilateral trade cooperation is essential to sustain a healthy global trade development among countries. The focus of the lesson is to introduce two major international trade organisations, i.e. WTO and APEC.

	Part II: Content

	· Activity 5: Matching Game & Quiz (Follow-up on Activity 4: Pre-study - What are the WTO and APEC)
· Teacher asks students to match the descriptions with WTO and APEC as well as do the multiple-choice questions based on their pre-study (i.e. Activity 4 (Pre-study) of Student Worksheet p.7-9) by completing Activity 5 of Student Worksheet p.10-11. 
· Teacher checks the answers with students.

· Teacher then asks students to identify each description in the “Matching Game” and the “Quiz” with the following areas of study:

· What it is
· What to achieve

· What to do (i.e. works/functions of the organisation)

· Membership

· Hong Kong’s participation in the organisation

· Teacher checks the answers with students and asks them to add more details to the five areas of study.

· Teacher then summarises the content about WTO and APEC (suggested answers for Activity 4 of Students Worksheet p.7-8) and highlights their works/functions and Hong Kong’s participation in the organisations.

	· Activity 6: Role Play – Analyse the impacts of globalization in business (Refer to Topic Overview p.8-9 for details) 
· Teacher explains to students the scenario, setting and procedures of the role play;
· Teacher assigns students to the 8 different roles including 4 conference panelists, 4 protesting representatives. Students with the same role then form a group;

· Each group will have 5 minutes to discuss and prepare 1-minute speech on their arguments in support or against globalization;

· Groups are reminded to present their views in accordance with the role assigned to them;

· The conference panelists and the protesting representatives take turns to present their own speech.
· Teacher chooses the best speaker.

	· Teacher summarises the arguments and concludes the lesson by reviewing the key concepts and asks students to think about how globalization and international trade organisations’ works can affect their future.

Activity 6: Role Play
This role-play activity aims to enhance students’ knowledge on the impacts of globalization. 

Scenarios:

1. An international conference on globalization is being held in Hong Kong.  Delegates from all over the world are attending the conference. 

2. This morning, a panel of 4 representatives including a Government official from a developed country, a Government official from a developing country, a labour representative from a developing country and the Chief Executive of a multi-national corporation, are going to speak at the conference. They are supporters of globalization. 

3. Outside the conference venue, a group of anti-globalization supporters are quietly protesting, including a labour union leader from a developed country, a farmer who suffers from opening up of his country’s agricultural product market, an environmentalist and a labour representative from a developing country.
4. Protestors are asking pro-globalist and anti-globalist questions to comment.

Procedures for the Role Play:  

1. Teacher assigns students to the 8 different roles, 4 conference panelists, 4 protesting representatives. 
2. Teacher asks students to discuss and prepare a 1-minute speech on their arguments in support or against globalization.
3. Students should present their views in accordance with the role assigned to them. For example, the government official from a developing country would point out how globalization improves the economy while the environmentalist would point out the damage to environment when multi-national corporations move their production to less developed countries with less stringent environmental regulations. 
Suggested Setting and Role Play:

Step 1:
The conference panelists and the protesting representatives are sitting on opposite sides of the classroom. Teacher announces the commencement of the conference.
Step 2:
The pro-globalists and anti-globalists take turns to present their speech.
Step 3:
Choose the best speaker.
Step 4:
(Optional) Let students share their own views on globalization if time allows.
Step 5:
Teacher summarises the arguments and concludes the lesson by reviewing the key concepts and asks students to think about how globalization and international trade organisations’ works can affect them.
